Field Safety Briefing
All players and referees must read and follow these important guidelines.  The purpose of these rules is to ensure safe play and sustain the level of organization and sportsmanship necessary to keep paintball a positive, enjoyable activity.  Participants will be restricted from play and may be ejected from the field for violating any of these safety rules.

· The course is only open and used during scheduled daylight hours.

· Personnel who bring their own markers MUST wear a Maxx Splatt arm band to indicate they have paid for use of the field.
· Players must listen to and follow the field staff directions.  Do not argue a referee’s decision or distract his/her attention from the game.

· Everyone must wear a full-coverage, unaltered goggle/face mask system when on the field, the target range or in any area where paintballs are shot.

· No shooting is permitted into or out of the parking area, staging area or neutral zones.  Barrel plugs/sleeves are mandatory in these areas.  Squeegees, sticks, rags, etc. are not barrel plugs.

· Shooting is permitted only when on the field or other designated areas as posted.  Do not shoot at signs, buildings, vehicles or wildlife.  If it has been determined that any player has violated any established paintball rules, the paintball program may be abolished.
· Any person who litters, vandalizes or behaves in an unsafe manner will be expelled from the field.  Do not “blind fire, climb trees, move or tamper with field structures or create field hazards.  Do not encourage unsafe play.  Smoking is not permitted in the play area or within 50 feet of the paintball facility.

· Any person will be expelled from the field if he/she engages in confrontational arguing, uses abusive language or threatens physical violence.

· Potentially dangerous gear (such as firearms, lighters/matches, pyrotechnics, explosives or knives) is prohibited.  The game site operator must approve personal paintball equipment.  No alcohol or illegal drugs are allowed on the premises.  Only paintballs purchased at the Maxwell Paintball facility are authorized on the field.  Use of blood red colored paint is prohibited.

· Only pump and semi-auto markers are allowed.  
· Marker velocity must be confirmed at no more than 280 fps by chronograph.  Manually adjustable velocity regulators (any system not requiring a tool for adjustment) are not authorized.  No adjustment tools are allowed on the playing field.

· Do not attempt to remove the power source or other parts from any Maxwell owned markers.  Do not tamper with any Maxwell owned goggle/face mask system.

· Do not shoot at any referee on the playing field.

· Once “hit”, the player must identify him/herself as a “non-combatant” by holding the marker over the head with one hand and walk towards the field exit.  

· Do not shoot at an identified “non-combatant”.
